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Jesus told His disciples before that He would not 
leave them orphans, He promised to send the 
Advocate, the Paraclete, the Holy Spirit who is the 
Third Person of the Holy Trinity. Well, He started 
by given us His mother to be our mother, since 
She has been chosen to be the Mother of all the 
children of God then He gave us the Church as our 
mother, to be an image of our Heavenly Mother 
and to look after us. He has made us His disciples 
and apostles, and knowing that we needed power 
from on high to fulfill our mission, He sent us the 
Holy Spirit and we became temples of the Holy 
Spirit, God bearers, God’s witnesses; therefore we 
have the Holy Spirit to guide us and to lead us to 
the understanding of the whole truth.  
Jesus is no longer personally with us as He was 
during His thirty three years on earth with His 
disciples, but He is God, and after having given 
instructions to His apostles and after giving 
testimony of the Power of God by miracles never 
seen before, He have returned to the Glory which 
is His from the beginning of time, He has 
ascended to his heavenly state where He is 
preparing a place for our souls. “I am Spirit, and 
in the Omnipotence of My presence I remain with 
you in Spirit and in Truth” says the Lord. By 
becoming temples of the Lord’s Spirit, we permit 
Him to come and speak to us.  

By our surrender to His love we accept Jesus and 
become part of Him, therefore fulfilling His 
desire. The Holy Spirit will give Jesus testimony 
to us, by speaking to our hearts, by revealing the 
truth and granting us the strength to remain in 
the faith. Jesus embrace the church with His 
Light and protect it until the end of times. Jesus 
keep it true to His teachings by the power of the 
Holy Spirit and He remain faithful to it, in His 
word and in the sacraments, granting His 
blessings to all who come with a thirsty soul to 
drink the living waters of His Spirit. To 
experience the Presence of the Lord’s Spirit in 
our hearts, we must come to Jesus with a 
humble and contrite heart, surrender our souls to 
His love, desire to be with him and to listen to 
Him, and the Holy Spirit will come to us. 
The Holy Spirit will teach us to live by Jesus’ 
word, He will remind us constantly to abide in His 
commandments of love, He will reveal to us the 
secrets of holiness, He will help us to grow in 
faith, hope and love.  
My brothers and sisters, Be always small in the 
Presence of God, be humble of heart and desire 
to be holy; be kind to everyone, forgive 
constantly so that His Peace may remain in our 
hearts, pray for the fire of the Holy Spirit to keep 
the flame of our faith burning constantly.
