As we celebrate the Solemnity of Sts. Peter
and Paul, let us recall that before these saints
were shepherds and apostles, they were
sheep and disciples. God was able to do
great things in them and through them
because they made a decision to surrender
control of their lives and destiny to the Son of
Man who is also the Son of God.

The new Code of Canons for the Oriental
Churches (CCEO) makes this time frame an
absolute necessity. No exceptions will be made
unless for extreme reasons.

Notify the parish offices or the priest as soon
as possible if a family member is in the
hospital, nursing home, or is a shut-in, so
that the priest can minister to them.
